GENERAL
Call to Order

Approval of Minutes

ADMINISTRATION

Approval and Adoption of FY 2019-2020 Budget

Ms. Kanalos advised that on May 29, 2019, staff submitted the EMWCIA budget for FY 2019-
2020 to City Council for approval. The Budget was approved on June 11, 2019 by the Detroit
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City Council as submitted. Therefore, the EMWCIA Board of Directors is requested to approve
and adopt the budget as approved by City Council.

Amendment of Professional Services Agreement with DEGC

Ms. Kanalos stated that on July 1, 2018 the Eight Mile/Woodward Corridor Improvement Authority
(the “Authority”) entered into an amended and restated agreement (the “Agreement”) with the
Detroit Economic Growth Corporation (the “DEGC”) by which the DEGC provides administrative
services to the Authority.

The term of the Agreement expires on June 30, 2019. The Authority, recognizing the needed and
valuable services provided by the DEGC, desires to amend Sections 3 and 11 of the Agreement
to extend the term for an additional 12-month term to expire June 30, 2020 at an annual
compensation rate of $50,000.00 per year.

A resolution was included in the material for the Board’s review and approval.

With there being no questions or discussion, the Board took the following action:

On a motion by Mr. Naglick, seconded by Ms. Washington, Resolution Code EMWCIA
19-06-01-68 was unanimously approved.
